· We will be hosting a maximum of 4 workshops throughout the summer. You are welcome to submit multiple proposals if you are interested in hosting more than one workshop.
· Timings of workshops: Participants will arrive at 11am, at which time our team will settle them in, take attendance registers and go over the rules of the day. The workshop delivery will be between 11.30am – 1.30pm. Time in galleries can be included in your proposal if beneficial to the participants learning and experience.
· You will be supported by three members of the museum’s Learning Team throughout the workshops, who will lead on coordination, welcoming children, lunches, management of behaviour and supporting children where additional care is required. 
· We do expect you to be comfortable and confident in delivering activities to children aged between 12-16 years old.
